The SRA West Crash Rules for 2007 Will Be As Follows:

1: Overly aggressive/unsportsmanlike Driving and/or crashing are subject to review and disciplinary action by the SRA board these are the factors taken into consideration. Riders will be subject to review at the suggestion of the race director and/or multiple complaints from other SRA racers. The race director will notify the board as soon as any rider accumulates 3 or more incidents of crashing and/or aggressive riding in races or practice, regardless of fault. Those riders will be notified and placed on a watch list for the remainder of the season.

Disciplinary action may be taken after 3 incidents depending on circumstances; however the board of directors reserves the right to take action prior to the accumulation of 3 incidents.

2: Overly aggressive/unsportsmanlike driver conduct or crashing is subject to the following penalties:

a) A fine of no less than $50 and no more than $200 

b) Suspension from racing privileges for one event and up to the remainder of the racing season.

3: Individual crashes; aggressive driving or conduct complaints can be appealed but with supporting documents. They can be submitted at the time of the incident, however board disciplinary actions are subject to appeal and the Team may address each individual issue in that letter.

A) Appeal letters must be received within one week (seven days). From the date of the rider is notified of disciplinary action. Appeal letters may be mailed to the board members. President, Vice President or the Secretary / Treasurer. 
B) It is the rider’s responsibility to send in with the appeal letter (or shortly thereafter) any witness letters input.

C) Any mechanical evidence supporting an appeal must have been shown to the SRA Tech Inspector or Race Director on the day of the incident.
D) The race Director may make a judgment at track side if probable cause is found.

You may file a written appeal with the Board of Directors in response to disciplinary action. Please be very specific and please include all of the following information:

Team Name

Your SRA number

Date of the incident (s) resulting in disciplinary action

Track Name

Circumstances (here’s where you write “I should not be subject to disciplinary action because…”).

Names of other teams involved in the incident

· Witness letters from other riders or workers (These must be included with your appeal)

· Maps or Diagrams (these are very helpful)

REMINDER: If your appeal is due to any mechanical failure, you MUST show this failure to an SRA official on the date of the crash. Appeals must be received within 1 week of the date of the disciplinary action notification.

4: The track operators are in charge! All participants will comply with their requests. What the track operators or officials say is not up for discussion. So when everyone is told by the starter to re-grid you will do-so without disrespect to the track operators or officials OR FACE BEING DISQUALIFIED! Starting Grid is to be determined by track operators or officials. If SRA is required to make grid, then grid shall be determined by total points to date. If it is first race of year, then grid shall be determined by previous year’s total points.

5: If the track operators overlook a matter of SRA considers a problem the SRA board will step in and make a ruling.

6: If it is found that you are oiling the track for any reason or you have left the pavement for any reason you will return to your pits and inspect your sidecar and repair any problems. You must re-tech before returning to the track! (NO ACCEPTIONS)

7: All teams must maintain a reasonable amount of control of their sidecar for the safety of themselves and their fellow racers. NO RAMING TO PASS. ANYONE DEEMED OUT OF CONTROL WILL BE DISQUALIFIED. If this continues to be a problem you will be EJECTED from the SRA West.
8: If your team goes off the track during a race for any reason and your team determines your equipment is safe to return to the race; your team will assume all responsibility for your equipment to be sound and leak free. Should this not be the case after returning to the track your team will be subject to all fines from the sanctioning body and or the SRA West.

9: There will be NO ALCOHOL OR CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE use during a practice day or race day. Any one deemed impaired will not be allowed to participate.
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
